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The Orange County Property Behind Us

Due to the large amount of
dog feces left in this area by a
few irresponsible residents,
the water control board and
the O/C Property Division
contacted the HOA board.
They informed us that we
would no longer be allowed
on their property.

We discussed the situation
with them. We told them we
have had access to this area
for many years, we would
clean up the dog feces (which
we did), and check the re-
cords to see if we had an
easement to enter their prop-
erty (which turns out that we
did not). They told us we
could apply for an exclusive
use permit to use this area as
long as we were willing to

erect a five foot chain link
fence on their property defin-
ing our exclusive use area.

After much discussion, your
board decided to opt out of
submitting for an exclusive
use permit. Our reasons for
this decision are the follow-
ing: very few of our residents
actually use this area, some
of those that do use it do not
clean up after their dogs, the
cost of several thousand dol-
lars to erect the five foot
chain link fence was not in
the best financial interests of
our community. Therefore
the gate to this area has been
padlocked. Orange County
Property Management has
also erected a chain link
barrier to the area.

Alder Trees Infestation

All of the Alder trees in our
community are diseased and
must be removed.

We will be removing them,
six at a time, and replacing
them soon.

Hopefully this will not be a
disruption for any of you or

spoil your view from your
unit.

Prior notification will be
given to you if this affects
your unit or your parking
spots.

If enough residents come
forward, at least 40, with a
request to use this area, the
board will readdress the is-
sue. Thanks for your under-
standing.
